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AGRICULTURAL LAW
Agriculture includes soil preparation, seed planting, crop harvesting, gardening, horticulture, viticulture, dairying, poultry, bee‑raising, and ranching. Generally, laws grouped under the heading, "agricultural law," relate to the production of the fruits of these activities as they are carried out in a commercial setting.  There are numerous federal statutes that subsidize, regulate or otherwise directly affect agricultural activity. Several focus on agricultural workers. Title 80 of the Montana Code specifically covers agriculture, although sections of other titles cover agricultural activities as well (see the index to the Montana Code Annotated).
