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CONSTITUTIONAL LAW
The Constitution of the United States confers and circumscribes governmental powers and is the basic source from which government derives its authority.  The generality of the Constitution means that constitutional law is much more than the literal law laid down in the basic document.  Constitutional law is largely what Supreme Court opinions have said the Constitution is.
