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ELDER LAW
Elder law is a broad legal practice area covering issues specifically related to elders, such as long term care, social security, medicare; and also how elders are impacted by other legal issues such as family law, estate planning, and employment discrimination. Because Elder Law includes many issues, you may also want to look at  Research Guide #6: Employment Discrimination/Employment Termination; Research Guide #8: Estate Planning; and  Research Guide #19: Social Security.
