
HOW TO FILE A CLAIM
Following are the procedures for making a written statement of claim on a recent accident against The University of Montana - Missoula:

You will need to write a short letter to State Risk Management and Tort Defense Division (RMTD) describing the details of the accident/incident: who, what, why, when, and where the incident occurred and that you are formally filing a claim.  Attached copies of any bills you have incurred, receipts for services, provided or, if circumstances warrant, any estimates of repair.  This letter should be directed to:

  State Risk Management and Tort Defense (RMTD) will conduct an investigation and make determination on the claim.  In regard to any medical treatment you may seek, please be informed that the University/State will not pay anything toward the medical costs until a determination has been made regarding liability.  As this process may take up to 120 days from the time RMTD receives your claim, you may wish to make other arrangements at this time.
