	Please describe your experience on the committee (What information would you share with a faculty member who is considering service on this committee?)

	Work is very concentrated at end of fall semester, with a great deal of reading in a short timeframe, but typically only one (long) meeting is required. The process has been expedited recently by making application files available both electronically and in printed form. Members must be willing to read – and attempt to comprehend -- proposals from colleagues across campus from all disciplines, not just their own.


	Topics Addressed (agenda items)(

	1. Is application complete, including signed statement of support from appropriate Chairs and Deans?
2. Is applicant eligible for Sabbatical according to CBA requirements?

3. Will the Sabbatical benefit both the individual faculty member and the larger university community (enhance classroom instruction, mentoring, etc.)?


	Actions Taken (resolutions, proposals, recommendations)(

	Proposals are rank ordered, and may include a short list of those the committee finds unacceptable or incomplete. Recommendations are then made to the Provost, who determines the final outcome of sabbatical assignments.


	Unresolved Issues (

	Some committee members expressed concern about not being informed in advance that essentially all applications were likely to be approved this year. Their feeling was that the committee wasted considerable time making fine-grained decisions that ultimately were completely unnecessary or were disregarded.
