Unfinished Business

· Curriculum follow-up for both the Science and Social Science Subcommittees was postponed due to the excused absence of the subcommittee chairs. 


· Professor Hirstein communicated that the Mathematics Department met with the Computational Science Steering Committee.  The proposal has been revised and Professor Wright sent a document addressing the committees’ concerns.  These were sent to the Council electronically. The subcommittee is considering the revised proposal and should be able to report next week.  


· Professor Hassanein followed-up on SOC 577 and was satisfied that graduate students in Sociology’s Rural and Environmental Change Option had sufficient courses.  The proposal to delete the course was approved.

Unfinished Business Continued: 

· The Program Review Criteria Workgroup requested input from the Council regarding the draft template.  It was suggested that enrollments and the up-to-date and/or innovative content of courses (crest of wave) be separate items.   Admission standards and number of applications/acceptances should be added.  There should also be an additional item under facilities for other or special needs.  It was questioned whether additional analysis of 300/400 UG courses was needed in the self-study.

The structure of the external reviewer and the internal review should be parallel, but the Council’s review should be something other than a replicate of the external reviewer. Associate Provost Walker-Andrews will make sure that the information is included in the self-study.
