Communication:

Business Items:

Program Review – History

The Council discussed the departments responses and will have a revised draft to consider next week.   The required credits should be made clear to students. The Program is not in compliance with the Board or Regents policy in terms of productivity – at least one PhD student per year.  It was suggested that the program carefully examine whether the traditional model is efficient. The assessment process – how updates are made based on evaluation of the program is missing. The Council could request another review in three years.  The report should include a statement about the difficulty in getting a response from the department.
