Communication:

The list of Service Learning Courses approved by ASCRC was shared with the Council.  Several of the courses are UG. The Council did not have concerns about the designation. 

Physical Therapy has submitted a proposal for a Doctor of Physical Therapy Distance Education.  The Schools subcommittee will be evaluating the proposal. 

The Council’s concerns regarding the Faculty Library Committee’s resolution were communicated to the Faculty Senate.  The resolution was sent back to committee. 

Business Items:

Bertha Mortons
The Council reviewed the scores breakdown.  Taking into account the generalists’ scores and the specialists’ scores there was a break after the top 30 candidates.  However, there were 5 candidates with perfect scores.  These nominations will be re-reviewed and ranked by each member of the Council to determine the fellowship. 
Data Analysis Workgroup Update 
The graduate student survey deadline is Thursday.  The Graduate Director Survey was sent on Monday.  The workgroup will work on the summary and analysis after spring break.  One out of three students takes less than three credits over 1.1 semesters.  The problem is not chronic.   Professor Fiore and Erickson are meeting with the Provost on April 2nd.

Members were asked to think about what should be included in the report.  Send items to Professor Fiore.  Perhaps a limit should be implemented with a petition process to exceed the limit. 
 New Admissions Criteria – Drama/ Dance - Postponed

Criteria for Allocating Teaching Assistantships
The administration is working on a legislative initiative to increase stipends to be more competitive.  This is linked to economic development.   Dean Strobel recommends that the Council not consider reallocation unless it is necessary.  He suggests that the criteria be examined to determine whether there should be changes over time.  The Council might suggest that productivity data be collected annually in order to justify teaching assistants if necessary.  There are software packages that store summary information on programs that would include publications and other “brag” information.
