ASCRC Minutes 10/30/07

Chair Thompson called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.

The minutes from 10/16/07 were amended and approved.  

Communications: 
· Chair Thompson met with the General Education Committee.  It is working on organizing subcommittees. 
· ECOS recommends that the repeat fee be eliminated with the following specifics: 1) only the last grade will be calculated in students GPA, 2) all grades will show on students transcripts, and 3) any course can be repeated.  ASCRC approved the recommendations unanimously and discussed the next step.  Student member Scott Gauthier will draft a resolution to go to the Senate.  There was concern about the loss in revenue from the fee (approximately $130,000 last year).  The possibility of a true repeat fee charged to all students was considered, but according to Registrar Micus this would be difficult to administer. From a standards point of view, the current fee is not fair and therefore should be eliminated.  
· The Mathematics Department has launched its Math Pilot Program.  Faculty should have received a flyer. 

· There are discussions taking place regarding whether or not MAT 100 is remedial and this is why a course form to change the course number was not submitted from Applied Arts and Sciences.   The Board of Regents will be voting on the issue in November. 

Business Items: - Curriculum Review
Science Subcommittee
The curriculum items from Physics and Computer Science were approved.  Geosciences is proposing a major shift in its programs.  The proposed change has created some concern in the Geography Department.  Discussions are taking place with the departments, Dean Fetz, and Provost Engstrom to work through the issues.  

Business & Journalism Subcommittee
Accounting and Finance proposed several changes to prerequisites that require clarification.  Students are able to test out of Math 117, so it was recommended that ‘or equivalent language be considered.  Also, it was questioned whether a C- would satisfy the stated C or better requirement or (2.0) should be included for clarification. 

Approval of the certificates in Management and Marketing was postponed until the guidelines have been approved.  The Guidelines Workgroup should have a draft ready next week. It is waiting for input from the COT Associate Dean Stocking.  

The request to approve a new course, MED 217 Medical Terminology without a T was denied.  The content of the course is skills based and appropriately designated as a technical course. Camie will follow-up with the requestor to see whether approval of the course with a T will be acceptable. 

The other items on the Business & Journalism Summary were approved. 
Forestry & Biomedical Sciences 
The items summarized were approved with the exception of BMED 145 Introduction to Cancer Biology and PHRM 578 Portfolio Assessment and APPE Orientation.  It was recommended that BMED 145 be taught first as an experimental course to determine whether it is viable.  It wasn’t clear whether PHAR 578 was offered as credit/no credit and this needed to be clarified. There was a correction on FOR 440 Forest Meteorology – the prerequisite should be 341 not 347. 

Good & Welfare 
There was a question regarding the extent to which students in service learning courses work with vulnerable populations.  Those involved in research with these populations are required to do extensive counseling and monitoring.  Are there similar guidelines/requirements in place with respect to service learning?
