
Faculty Library Committee Meeting Minutes 11-14-07

The meeting was called to order at 2:10 p.m. by Chair Mills.

Minutes from 10/10/07 were approved.  

Communications:

· Committee members have been invited to attend the Friday November 30th Basketball Game in the President’s Box.  Members should inform Camie whether they would like to attend and how many tickets are needed by Tuesday November 27th. 


· The Faculty Library Representative Meeting went well, although not well attended (17 representatives out of a possible 60). The committee discussed ways to improve the turnout, such as reminder calls or a possible survey of representatives.  Another option would be for the Library to give an update at the Faculty Senate.  The issue will be revisited in the spring.

· Dean Allen asked the committee at what level it would like to be involved with the Learning Commons Initiative.  A collaborative model that supports student learning has been approved by the academic officers.  If the funding is approved by the legislature, the initiative will move into the design phase.  The Committee would like to stay informed of the plans, but will defer to the experts with regards to designing. Another option would be to have a FLC liaison on the planning committee.  There will likely be focus groups to get input from the various stakeholders.  

· Should the Committee serve as a spokesperson for the Library in terms of growth and funding limitations?  It is important that new programs allocate adequate resources for support services.  Does the committee have a role in supporting Library growth? 

Business Items


· An item still pending from last year is the library’s place in the new program approval process.   It would be helpful for the library to be involved earlier, in a more formal way, to assess the collection in terms of needs for new programs.   There is a concern about how the costs for new program’s collections are allocated to the library.  The Office of Research and Sponsored programs did not provide funds to the library this year, as in previous years. The University determines how the indirect costs are distributed. 

Committee members should review the curriculum information on the Provost’s website in order to make recommendations about the process.
