Chair Tangedahl called the meeting to order at 2:10 p.m.  

Approval of the 11/22/11 minutes was postponed.          

Communication Items:

· Andrea Vernon, Robin Saha (Service Learning Subcommittee Co-chairs) and John DeBoer (General Education Committee Chair) were welcomed to the meeting and members introduced themselves. 

       
Business Items: Curriculum Review

· Professor Saha summarized the review of service learning courses.    Current courses were required to resubmit to retain the service learning designation.  The subcommittee reviewed a total of 34 forms which included 11 new requests for the service learning designation.   Follow-up is pending for two courses.  Each proposal was reviewed by at least two faculty (members of the advisory board assisted).   Clarification was often required for assessment and number of service learning hours.   There is a minimum requirement of 15 hours per 3 credits- some preparation time can be counted for service. The syllabi should show a connection with the learning outcomes and the service learning experience.  Some reflection is required by the student and feedback from the service agency. 

The Office of Civic Engagement tracks the number of students taking Service Learning Courses.  So far 65,000 service hours have been generated from the courses.  

The appended list was approved.  The two pending items may be approved via electronic communications. 

· ASCRC discussed its review of the Honors College courses in lieu of subcommittee consideration.  HC 270 Service Learning Seminar was approved with a 8 in favor and 1 opposed. HC 294 was not approved.  It is not clear how the text book is intergrated into the course.  The syllabus is missing a weekly schedule.  There are also concerns that it should be 1 credit rather than 2.   Professor Vernon will discuss the issue with Dean McKusick. 

· The Environmental Science Program Modification requested by the General Education Committee to add a foreign language requirement was approved.  The Chair of MCLL was supportive of the change. The Global Health Minor proposal will be revised to exclude the courses currently listed from Environmental Studies.   The response from EVST indicate that the courses are currently over capacity.  The proposal was approved. 

· Curriculum and Instruction agreed to change the course number of  the New Student Athlete Seminar to 162 rather than 210 and the course was approved.

· The Writing Committee also proposes to align the current English Writing Competency Languge with the Writing Course Learning Outcomes.  The language below was approved.  ASCRC was concerned that the second bullet seems to be more rigorous as it currently exists. 
	
Group I:  English Writing Skills
The ability to write effectively is fundamental to success in academic, professional, and civic endeavors. Specifically, a student should be able to:
· Use writing to learn and synthesize new concepts;
· Produce focused writing that is developed, logical, and organized;
· Formulate and express opinions and ideas in writing
· Compose written documents that are appropriate for a given audience, purpose, and context;
· Revise written documents work based on constructive feedback;
· Develop competence in information literacy, information technology and digital literacy;
· Find, evaluate, and use information effectively and ethically
· Begin to use discipline-specific writing style and citation conventions;
· Demonstrate appropriate English language usage.

· ASCRC discussed the Prerequisite Deadline memo.  Minor revisions were made.  The memo will be sent to all faculty and deans this evening.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]The committee briefly discussed the potential catalog errors feasible durring CCN implementation.  It is emperative that faculty review the course descriptions.  Typically Departments are not responsive to the Registrar’s Office about the copy review.  The administration needs to require review – a possible sign off by faculty would be ideal.  The issue should be discussed again when Associate Provost Walker-Andrews is in attendance. 

· The correspondence regarding the general education proposal for HSTR 302 was discussed.  The draft response was revised.
