· The Science and Humanities Subcommittees did not have items to approve.  

· Chair Broberg asked the Council whether it would be interested in follow-up regarding financial implications of program moves.   The College of Humanities and Sciences absorbed the shortfall from Geography not meeting its cut through their staffing plan.  There should be some sort of policy to guide the fiscal challenges of programs moving from one college to another.  This should not be allowed to happen without approval from the units absorbing the cuts.  Departments / Colleges should not be able to operate with a deficit.  UM’s budgeting practices are problematic.  The Provost is working on a revised budget model for academic affairs.   

Chair Broberg will work on a motion. Professor Rinfret and Schuldberg volunteered to provide initial feedback and edits.   The motion can make it clear that the faculty expect this issue to be address in the revised budget model.  Units are also not pleased with the $48/per credit for online courses going to UM Online. 
· The request from Computer Science to waive the GRE for applicants was approved.   According to Associate Dean Kinch there are another two requests in the works.  The University is getting close to having enough departments with waivers that we may want to consider making this the standard, with departments that wish to use the GRE the exception.   The GRE is a huge inconvenience for international students. 
· The Graduate School has received 109 applications.  This is up from last year.  The Council should have materials to review shortly after March 15th.   Professor Nelson would like the Council to consider how the materials are distributed and possibly update the call for proposals so students may use CVs to highlight their accomplishments.   The Council will be provided with the list of applicants, topics, and subcommittee to determine whether any changes are needed to the distribution.
