Call to order

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 a.m.

The minutes from 2/5/18 and 3/5/18 were approved once a quorum was present.    
Communication 
· The meeting on April 30th will be in Skaggs 336.  

· Megan Stark was welcomed to the Committee.  She gave an update on changes to information literacy instruction offered by the Library.  The instruction department is down 4 tenure-track faculty and 2.25 staff in the last 18 months.   Therefore the library has had to rescale the program to match resources.   Workshops will no longer be offered for Intermediate Writing Courses.  There are several online videos and Moodle tutorials that can be used by instructors to meet the information literacy learning outcome.   Professor Stark will still support WRIT 101, COMM 111 and the Freshman Seminar.   She will no longer be able to individually support Intro to Honors or Athletics, and Ways of Knowing.   A night at the library event may be considered for these courses. A Library Lab similar to the Writing Center’s Side Car will be piloted for Advanced Writing Courses in Humanities, Social Science, and Science.  Instructors of Advanced Writing Courses are sent an invitation for specialized instruction but only a quarter to a third takes advantage of the resource.  This will be offered in tandem with the Pilot next fall.  

According to Director Wecker including the Library Journal sheets in the textbook requirement on the syllabus has been helpful for WRIT 101. It should support the course content, rather than a standalone topic.
The Library is transitioning to a broad team- based model for service rather than library liaisons.  The goal is for everyone to receive the same level of support.  The librarians can work up templates to the online tutorials specific to intermediate or advanced courses.  Librarians have discretion in terms of service provided, but in general the one shot model will no longer be used. 

Business Items   
· Anthropology and Environmental Studies responded to the prerequisite communication with alternative language for some of their courses.  The information will go to ASCRC for approval and then to the Faculty Senate. 
· Chair Brown drafted a communication to Central & Southwest Asian Studies encouraging them to submit the courses it requires for advanced writing to be reviewed. They are not on the approved list and there is no record of the courses being submitted for review.   
· Camie will investigate including links to interdisciplinary best practices (available on the Writing Center website) on the Writing Course Forms over the summer.   The Committee may suggest the new Provost consider investing in Submittable for curricular forms and assessment.
· The draft annual report will need to be updated with information from today’s meeting.  Professor Ratto-Parks will also edit sections pertaining to UPWA after classes. 
· Professor Ratto-Parks is on the UPC.  The data subgroup will create a scatter plot of de-identified programs according to high cost low demand.  The Deans will then be given the identity of the programs and discuss options at a retreat.  The curtailment of programs will happen over three years.  
· The co-requisite pilot is still a work in progress.  There will be four sections again in the fall.   There has been a lot of success with students.  A coordinator and funding will be needed to fully scale the model across both campuses.  
· Erin Baucum was confirmed as Chair-elect.
