All existing courses within the following groups (complete listing is below) must be resubmitted to the Faculty Senate Office, UH 221 by Friday February 24, 2012. Groups to be reviewed this year are:

· Group 4: Expressive Arts (A)
· Group 7: Social Science (S)
· Group 8: Ethics & Human Values (E)

Any unit that wishes to retain the above General Education designations for existing courses must submit a completed General Education Form for each course listed below. Late submissions will not be accepted.  Exceptions are granted only for extenuating circumstances.   If the course was approved for general education status fall 2009 or after it is exempt until spring 2016.  Please contact the Faculty Senate Administrative Associate Camie Foos, x5553 if you have any questions.

The General Education Form, requires a signed original, a departmental summary if more than one proposal is submitted, and an electronic file, either a CD or an attachment via email to camie.foos@mso.umt.edu.  Forms must be complete and have the department chair’s and dean’s signature, The email message should have the department name in the subject line for ease in tracking.    Please be sure to use the current version (dated 1/27/11) of the general education form.


Process Information
Forms are posted to the website for the various curriculum subcommittees.  Please carefully review these to assure that your form is being processed or view what is being proposed by other programs (http://www.umt.edu/facultysenate/committees/ASCRC/curriculumreview/).   Once a form has been approved by a curricular committee it goes to the Faculty Senate for approval.  Past approved curriculum items are listed at: http://www.umt.edu/facultysenate/curriculum/approved/default.aspx


Procedure for requesting reconsideration of a rejected curriculum proposal 
ASCRC or one of its subcommittees   may ask a unit to respond to specific inquiries concerning a curriculum proposal.  If the committee votes ultimately to deny the proposal, the committee will notify the department of the denial and of a right to resubmit.  Resubmission is permitted only if the department is able to provide pertinent information and/or explanation not previously before the committee.  Proposers may request to attend a meeting to make the case for a proposal. 

Courses that are denied will be given a one-year grace period to resubmit during the Fall 2012 Curriculum Review period. Any course that has not been accepted by the end of the grace period will not be included in the 2013-2014 catalogue.
