*APR formula: Each student-athlete can earn a maximum of two points each semester: 1 point for retention and 1 point for academic eligibility (maximum of 4 points for an academic year).  For each sport, the earned points of the student athletes are added up, divided by the number of possible points, and multiplied by 1000 to yield the yearly APR for that sport.  The multiyear APR is derived from the most current APR and the APR for each of the prior 3 years.

Of these 16 athletes determined to be ineligible at the end of the fall 2008 and spring 2009 semesters, 10 regained their eligibility to compete at UM and one did not return to UM.
III. Rules Compliance 

UM reported the following NCAA and/or BSC violations:

· Athletics Department purchased two textbooks for a soccer student-athlete not on book scholarship.
· Assistant football coach made two phone calls to a high school prospect outside of contact period.
· Assistant men’s basketball coach participated in off-campus recruiting prior to passing the coaches’ recruiting certification examination.
· Nonprofit agency at a fundraiser auctioned a football jersey signed by a student-athlete.
· Head men’s basketball coach visited a hospitalized high school freshman athlete (determined to be not a violation).
