· small appliances such as microwave ovens, toasters, toaster ovens, hair driers, hair driers, irons;

· phantom electricity use of computers, printers, tablets, TVs, DVDs, stereos, gaming stations, cell phone and Ipod charges, and other electronic devices;

· determine electricity current leakage;

· calculate electricity costs of running any 120V electrical device over a day, week, or month, for example:

· calculate electricity saving of "smart" power strips; or
· help you make energy cost saving estimates for your RELF proposal!
