Sites 

include the world famous Duomo, Michelangelo’s David, the Uf-

fizi Galleries, the Sistine Chapel, and the Pantheon.  Students will 

receive individual and group guidance in photography, figure 

drawing, and landscape painting.  Additionally, seaside outings 

and cooking classes are available.  Students from all areas of  the 

university are encouraged to apply.  There are no prerequisites 

for this course.
