Full-time credit load (undergraduate) 

Departments that use the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) 
Students should take 30 ECTS credits per semester, transferring as 15 UM credits. A minimum 
full time load per semester is 24 ECTS credits, which will transfer as 12 UM credits. 

Departments that use Granada credits 

One Granada credit equals 10 contact hours. In order to receive 12 UM semester credits, 
students need to take 18 Granada credits. In order to receive 15 UM semester credits, 
students need to take 22.5 Granada credits.
