Reorganization
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In an effort to create space where we need it most and use most efficiently the space we have, Phil and his crew are spending the break moving around library materials.  The reorganization includes: adding space for the Montana materials which will now extend on to the low shelves directly in front of the current Montana collection; moving the Federal Register and Code of Federal Regulations to the shelves next to the front door so that they can be shelved together in a more logical location; creating a new Tax Reference section on the balcony (we’re calling it Tax Alley) which will include all tax materials that used to be shelved along the south and east walls, as well as the Tax Management Portfolios and some tax institute materials that used to reside in the treatise section; moving the BNA Labor Relations Reporter, Bankruptcy Reporter and other specialized reporters to the balcony; providing a larger reference area and classifying all reference materials to provide a more cohesive reference collection; and (eventually) shifting the overcrowded treatise collection.  This project will be ongoing for awhile with various portions uncompleted for a time. The library catalog will reflect the reorganization and more clearly identify locations, and eventually new signage will be in place to clearly identify new locations.  If you can’t find what you’re looking for, ask one of the library staff (i.e., Phil).

Margery Hunter Brown Papers

The Law Library has completed a project to archive a portion of Margery Hunter Brown’s papers.  After Ms. Brown’s death, the Library acquired several boxes of her papers that include material regarding the Indian Law Clinic, Public Lands Law Review, the Law School, and her work with tribal courts.  The collection has now been professionally archived by Jonathan Bennion (3L), under the supervision of University Archivist, Donna McCrea. The Montana State Archives in Helena has another portion of Ms. Brown’s papers.

Under a National Endowment for the Humanities grant obtained by Mansfield Library and several other institutions in Washington, Oregon, Montana and Idaho, the finding aids for the Margery Hunter Brown papers and the William J. Jameson papers will eventually be included in the Northwest Digital Archives’ union database.

Both the Hunter Brown papers and the Jameson papers are currently housed in a secure location in the Law Library’s Rare Book Room.  We hope to someday have a formal Law School archives and have been gathering material over the past couple years that will be part of that archives.
