Participants staying in residence halls are expected to comply with all residence hall regulations.

Linen is provided and consists of a mattress
pad, pillow, pillowcase, two flat sheets, two towels and one wool blanket.

The resident is responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of their individual room, common area
and bathroom. Residents will be charged for damage to the room, cleaning charges, lost keys and
outdoor access cards.

THINGS TO BRING from home are: additional towels, fan and other personal care items.
Note: Air conditioning is not available so bringing a fan is highly recommended.

Each room includes a data port which can be activated for internet connection. The charge for
Direct Connect Services is $30.00 for 30 days or less. Amounts are not pro-rated and no refunds
are available for unused portions due to early departure. Residents wishing to purchase this service
must complete the activation form and make payment when they check-in. Once the form and
payment have been processed, it takes approximately 48 hours for the port to be activated. Wireless
internet is not available within the Residence Halls but is available on campus.

TO MAKE A RESERVATION: Payment in full is required at the time an application is
submitted. Applications must be received by Wednesday, July 15, 20009.
In order to receive a refund, cancellations must be received by Friday, July 24, 2009.

RATES:

Housing charges are based on the consecutive number of nights times the nightly room rate.
Double room rate $17.00 per person, per night and a roommate will be assigned
Single room rate $24.00 per night (limited number available)
