WHAT TO BRING!!!!!
All Campers:
1. Your instrument(s)!  Be sure they are in good working order and clearly marked with personal identification. 

2. All necessary musical accessories - a folding music stand; extra reeds; valve/slide oil, cork grease, mutes, and any other items which apply directly to your instrument. 

3. If your wish to take extra lessons or play on the Thursday Night Solo Recital, bring appropriate lesson materials and solo music. 

4. A combination or key padlock, if you wish to use a locker in the Music Building for you music, instrument, and/or other accessories.  Lockers will be assigned at the time of registration, and there will be no charge for their use. 

5. Clothing appropriate for the two student performances, one on Friday evening and the final performance on Saturday.  For these occasions, nice casual dresses or skirts and tops might be appropriate for the women, and slacks with short-sleeved shirts, with or without a tie, are suggested for the men.  No jeans, for the performance, please. 

Additional items for campers living in the Dormitory:
1. A good, loud alarm clock!!!!!! 

2. Typical summer attire for casual wear - it's usually warm but do bring some warm clothing and a jacket. 

3. Tennis rackets and balls, Frisbees, cameras, guitars, and any other reasonable items to be used during recreation/free time.  Roller blades are not permitted in any university buildings.
