 *  Must have overcome personal adversity.   

 *  Submit a transcript and an essay (no more than 2 pages) addressing how you 

 overcame personal adversity and how you would use this scholarship. 
 

 

William & Thelma Walker Scholarship  

Scholarship for a disadvantaged students at The University of Montana, with preference 

given to students who are from diverse populations. 

 Must meet all of the following criteria:   

 *  Financial need 

 *  High academic achievement 

 *  Community service 

 *   Submit a transcript and an essay (no more than 2 pages) addressing who you 

 are, your background,  motivation for attending  UM, and why you feel you deserve 

 the scholarship.  
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
