Saturday, November 14th: Veterans Day Game - We will be honoring all active duty and veterans 
of the US armed services during this game.  Any active duty or veteran will get 20% off admission 
day of the game at the gate.

Friday, November 20th: Colin Snodgrass Scholarship Game - Services We will be raising funds 
and playing in honor of Colin Snodgrass, a former Griz Hockey player and enthusiast of all things 
hockey here in Missoula.  The Colin Snodgrass Griz Hockey Scholarship Fund is established to assists 
in brining in top talent and offsetting the fees our players incur to play. 

Friday, December 4th: Teddy Bear Toss - Get in the Holiday spirit and bring any new teddy bear 
or stuffed animal to the game.  Whenever the Griz score their first goal of the game throw your 
teddy bear or stuffed animal on to the ice.  As the holiday joy rains down on the Glacier Ice Rink we 
will collect all the stuffed animals and deliver them to Watson Children’s Shelter to bring joy to the 
kids there who need it the most during the holiday season.

Thursday-Saturday, January 7th-9th: Montana Cup - This is an annual tournament between the 
four college hockey teams in Montana, University of Montana, Montana State, Montana Tech and 
Providence for the right to call themselves the best college hockey team in the state and take home 
the Montana Cup!  Seeding is based off the ACHA rankings at the end of the fall semester.  #1 plays 
#4 on Thursday, January 7th.  #2 plays #3 on Friday, January 8th. Then Saturday is the championship 
game played between the winning teams from Thursday and Friday.  All games are played in Helena.

Saturday, January 16th: Winter Classic - One of the best events in college hockey of the entire 
year.  The University of Montana will play Western Washington University in an outdoor game at the 
Woodland Ice Center in Woodland Park in Kalispell.  This is a regulation game played under the 
elements, so dress warm.  There will be food trucks, fire pits and a beers flowing.  Capacity is limited 
to 700 people so get your tickets early.  50% of all ticket sales and beer sales goes to the Flathead 
Valley Hockey Association to help them grow youth hockey in the Flathead Valley.

Saturday, January 23rd: Chuck a Puck - A hockey classic, purchase foam pucks at the start of the 
game, then between the second and third period you will toss them on the ice trying to land them as 
close to the various prizes laid out on the ice.  The closest puck to each prize takes it home.

Saturday, January 30th: Regular Season Finale/Blackout Game - The Griz will be wearing their 
all black uniforms and ask that fans come in black as well to “Blackout” the Glacier Ice Rink as they 
take on Montana State in the final home game of the season.
