· The request to reinstate PSCI 346, American Presidency was approved.  It was removed after the department did not respond to the Dormant Report Communication sent by the Registrar’s Office in accordance with the procedure.   Camie will forward the syllabus she received from the department. 

· ASCRC did not approve the request to make LIT 236 and 246 rrepeatable.  It suggests that the representatives from English meet with Associate Provost Nathan Lindsay to come up with a solution to this issue given the rules of common course numbering.  In addition general education courses should not have variable content.  The Registrar’s Office will run a report of the students that have taken the courses with different topics to correct their transcripts.  The students should not have to file a graduation appeal to deal with this issue, since the error was the departments and ASCRC’s.  

The Registrar’s Office is also running into an issue with Computer Science students taking numerous special topics courses.  The major sent a limit, but students are going over the number of credits allowed. The department needs to change its rule. 

· ASCRC was provided with notes from the Student Success Subcommittee’s meeting. After discussion it agreed that the subcommittee will work to draft a procedure for reviewing data to identify potential issues related to student success.  These data will also be shared with the units.  Members were interested in whether it was possible to get data this year to get units to start discussions on how to address some of the challenges.   Student member Parsons is going to draft a resolution on student success for ASUM to consider.
