In addition he will mention the Chronicle of Higher Education’s Reforming General Education Brief as well as the resistance to change perpetuated by the student credit hour funding model.  General Education Reform will take longer.  He will inform the Senate of the Committees intention to respond to the comments, reduce the credits, offer more choice, flesh out the Freshman Seminar and the Big Ideas Courses, and may offer a second model that is a more radical shift from our current general education program and incorporates more high impact practices aimed to retain students.
