· The minutes from 11/27/18 were edited and approved.  
Communication
· Members were reminded to encourage students to register for spring and summer.  Academic Planner is going down at the end of the year so students need to transfer their degree plans to Degree Works. 
Business Items 
· The Termination of the BA in Geography was approved. The department plans to make a minor change to the BS so students can easily transition.  The BS degree is more desirable for government work.  The department will contact the students after the approval. 

· Last week the General Education Committee approved ARTH 161H, Topics in Art- for historical students.  ASCRC also approved.  


· After discussion ASCRC approved the termination Global Humanities and Religions BA and minor based on the provision that a revised proposal be created to include insufficient faculty in the justification and separates the SSEA interdisciplinary minor.  The minor can be house in the department where the director resides similar to the minor in IDS.      

Professor Vanita and Weix informed ASCRC that the courses for the SSEA minor are taught in the faculty member’s home department.  It is not connected to GHR. There are 17 other interdisciplinary minors that function in this way.  The administration should conduct a cost benefit analysis on all of them to fair.  Typically, faculty involved with the minors meet occasionally to plan for the course offerings and the home department moves with the director. 

The SSEA courses will still be offered despite the GHR faculty members’ relocations.  Professor Vanita will be .5 in English and .5 in MCLL and Professor Levtow will be .75 in MCLL and .25 in History.  They will still teach courses in their expertise.  It is unfortunate the administration did not consider reconfiguring GHR as an option within the MCLL curriculum given its new focus on world cultures rather than terminating a program that started in 1949.   The popular Buddhism was taught by Professor Clough, who is no longer at the University.  It is being offered online by an adjunct instructor.  The minor does not have an associated cost, so its elimination would not free-up resources. 

· The Committee discussed the Starfish Resolution and Student Success Report Card.  Several edits were made and it was agreed that the Resolution should be circulated for  comments and recommended edits.  It is not yet ready for distribution for ECOS.  The resolution should link to evidence that full implementation has helped with student retention.  It would be helpful if there was an upload function for large sections.  Faculty will need to be trained to use the systems and students will need to be informed about the communication tool.  This will be part of the new orientation program.   

Retention is a complex issue. The draft scorecard includes data that is not available through Starfish in a similar analysis to the APASP reports.  The first step will be to review the data from Starfish and then determine how it can inform student success efforts.  The draft report card is premature.
