The minutes from 11/5/18 were approved. 
Communication 

· There was low attendance at the Writing Symposium but the discussion was robust and more cross-disciplinary that in the past.  The event conflicted with the DiverseU.  UPWA Coordinator Ratto-Parks sent a correspondence suggesting that future symposiums reflect back the major findings from the spring UPWA workshop.  
Business Items 

· The Committee approved LING 375, Linguistic Ecology and Language Endangerment with the caveat that the revised syllabi are submitted.  Chair Baucom communicated with the instructors and they are willing to make the necessary changes.  Both were on a mini sabbatical until Thanksgiving. 
· Substitutions to advanced writing courses flow chart was shared with ASCRC.  It suggested that AP and IB be included and it be made available in Degree Works and the Writing Committee’s website.  It should also be linked to the General Education Writing requirement section of the catalog.  When the final flow chart is available, a motion should go to the Writing Committee and then to the Faculty Senate. 

Professor Sweeny has graduate students that could transition the flow chart quickly using different software.   They also may be interested in serving the Writing Committee.  Students are welcome.  ASUM and GSPA are normally contacted for student members, but once appointed they do not always attend meetings. .    
· There are several majors that do not have a specific advanced writing course and allow students to satisfy the requirement with any advanced writing course.  The requirement is intended to be discipline specific and many of courses have prerequisites in the major so are unavailable to students outside the discipline.  The Committee reviewed the language on the General Education Website and approved the following statement to be added: 

         Students are required to take a discipline approved advanced writing course.  

Chair Baucom will draft a correspondence to programs requesting that they consider creating an advanced writing requirement and provide examples of distributed models.  In lieu of a specific course the program should provide a list of courses appropriate for their students and contact the instructors of those courses as a curtesy.  Camie is working on a chart that lists the prerequisites and will attempt to identify the majors without specified requirements.  The program should decide what is best for its students.  The Committee needs to address this issue given the recommendation in the UM Core Pilot.  

The General Education Committee will not be asking the Faculty Senate to vote on the Pilot this week.  Rather the mixed survey results will be presented and the Committee will incorporate the feedback into two pilot models.  Hopefully these will be introduced at the January Faculty Senate meeting.  The Committee was surprised about how many faculty are not familiar with the General Education requirements.   Scalability still issue for GLI - - opportunity to original purpose – creating pathways through the gen ed .  The goal to make visible the high impact practices. 
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· UPWA Director Ratto-Parks will send an correspondence to initiate planning for the spring Workshop.  She is hoping the committee can decide on a date as soon as possible. 

· Several members have a conflict with the meeting time next semester.  Chair Baucom will send a correspondence for members to consider changing the time to 9-11 rather than 10-12.
