Institutional Responsibilities: Refers to teaching/education, research, outreach, clinical service, training and University and public service, on behalf of UM and directly related to those credentials, expertise and achievements upon which the Investigators UM position is based. 

Significant Financial Interest: financial interests of the Investigator (and the Investigator’s Immediate Family) that reasonably appears to be related to the Investigator’s Institutional Responsibilities performed on behalf of UM.

Note: A significant financial interest includes foreign financial interests (including compensation for services, income from service on advisory committees or review panels, and reimbursed or sponsored travel) received from any foreign entity, including foreign Institutions of higher education or a foreign government (which includes local, provincial, or equivalent governments of another country).
1. A SFI exists if the value of any compensation received from any foreign or domestic publicly traded entity in the 12 months preceding the disclosure plus the value of any equity interest held in the foreign or domestic publicly traded entity as of the date of disclosure, exceeds $5000.   “Compensation” includes salary and any payment for services not otherwise identified as salary (e.g., consulting fees, honoraria, paid authorship); equity interest includes any stock, stock option, or other ownership interest, as determined through reference to public prices or other reasonable measures of fair market value.
